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“It’s Friday, but Sunday’s coming!” Sermons 

have been preached on it. Songs have been 

written, composed and sung heralding that good 

news. “It is Friday, but Sunday’s coming!” I 

think I first heard it from Pastor and author Tony 

Campolo, but it has been used so much by so 

many I don’t believe the phrase can be 

copyrighted or claimed by anyone. It is good for 

us all to claim it and shout it out: “It is Friday, 

but Sunday’s coming!” 

It is important because most of the time we 

live on this side of Easter—on the dark side of 

“good Friday” world. A 

world where evil and 

hatred, where power and 

greed, prejudice and fear-

of-the-other seems to hold 

the upper hand! The events 

that define and confine the 

existence of so many 

unfortunate people on this 

side of heaven (and Easter) 

entraps us. Evil seems to hold our world captive. 

But we are Easter people! We are not stuck! 

Our faith is not in everything turning out the 

way we want it. Our Christian faith is not a 

“pollyanna” belief that everything is good and it 

will all turn out okay. We do not wear rose 

colored glasses. We do not pretend. We do not 

deny the harsh realities of life. Nor do we get 

negative and critical about the dismal state affairs 

we find our world in. We are Easter people! We 

still believe in the goodness of God and in the 

power of the cross and empty tomb. 

 

Our Christian faith is 

not about choosing 

“alternative facts” over
against the way the world 

is. Our faith is about seeing the higher truths of 

God’s power and love in Christ as over against 

the untruths and lies the world sells us (e.g. 

“alternative facts”) about 

power, prestige and 

privilege for the few. God’s 

love in Christ shatters the 

stereotypes and pigeon 

holes we use in separating 

us from those different, 

strange and scary. The 

ground is level at the base of the cross. The view 

from the empty tomb is all encompassing. Being 

Easter people helps us to see Christ in “the 

other.” We are all in this together! God’s Spirit 

frees us and empowers us to live differently. 

Our world may be stuck in a 

Good Friday pattern where hatred, greed, 

prejudice, fear, violence, etc. seem to rule and 

defeat love and kindness. But the cross and 

empty tomb prove that love is more powerful 

than evil and hatred. Jesus died to set us free and 

rose again to empower us to live in that freedom. 

We live in the life-changing-light of God’s love 

in Christ! 

Yes, it may be Friday, but Sunday has come! 

Jesus is alive!

Biblical Archaeology and the Bible 

Khirbet Qeiyafa 
By Karlene Widner 

In  my reading recently, I was very interested 

in an article that dealt with two cities —Qeiyafa 

and Lachish. 

      Over the years, 

there has been  an 

ongoing debate 

abut history, the 

Bible, and 

archaeology. For 

many years, it was 

just assumed that 

the “history” in the 

Old Testament 

was true as written, especially the individuals we 

are talking about here: David, Solomon, and 

Rehoboam. 

In the 1980s, this was 

doubted by many who 

considered the Bible to be 

mostly a literary 

compilation with no 

definite date, and that 

some of the figures were 

more legendary than real. 

In 1993, the name, 

“David,” was found in an 

inscription that showed 

that he was definitely an 

historical figure. But the 

inscription did not define 

him much more. 

There were seven seasons of excavation at 

Qeiyafa from 2007 to 2013 C.E. Much was 

uncovered and learned about the Holy Land. The 

city was a fortified one for the time of King 

David. The date of this site (1020 to 980 B.C.E 

was confirmed by the study of olive pits, which 

were sent to 

Oxford 

University for 

radio-carbon 

dating. 

This was a 

very long and 

interesting 

article, which I 

will continue next month, including discussion of 

another ancient city, Tel Lachish.

   Lynn Purdin and Rick Widner attended the 

training for Family Promise of Ogden. This 

program is a rotation of 13 churches who will 

each host 3-5 homeless families for a period 

of 1 week per quarter.  

The "guests" will arrive around 6:00 pm and 

the host church provides a dinner for all, 

provides rooms or partitioned areas of a large 

room for each family to sleep (rollaway beds will 

be provided), then breakfast in the morning and 

sack lunches for families to take when they leave 

in the morning around 8:30 a.m.  

The families then either go to school, work or 

the day center which will be an old fire station 

near 2nd at Washington. The city council has 

approved this, and Family Promise began moving 

in on March 26.  

   Elim has 

expressed 

some interest 

in helping 
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 with meals or occasionally overnight adults 

(2 per night) when the families stay at 

Ascension Lutheran Church. 

 

We were so excited to hear that our very 

good friend Raquel Da Silva has been named 

the Executive Director of Family Promise of 

Ogden. Raquel has helped out each year at 

our VBS and is highly qualified and capable 

of taking on this challenge. 

 

Ascension’s first week will be near the 

end of April and we will figure out a way to 

make signups available to: 

- provide food 

- cook / serve dinner (2 people per night) 

- help with sack lunches 

- stay overnight (1 male, 1 female per 

night) 

- serve breakfast (2 per morning, 

sometimes can be same as overnight) 

 

The program has a very high success rate 

of helping families get back on their feet and 

we are happy to be able to assist in 

supporting this.
