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Solar Eclipse. On 

Monday, August 21, we 

were able to witness a solar 

eclipse. The eastern corner 

of Idahoðmy old stomping 

groundsðwas a premier 

place to view the total solar 

eclipse.  

 

Being able to witness such an extraterrestrial 

phenomenon is both exciting and humbling. 

Rooms and rentals were already booked out 

nearly a year in advance. It becomes quite a 

money-making opportunity for businesses in the 

best path for the total solar eclipse. And, to be 

sure, it is an appreciated distraction from the 

distressing polemical politics of late.  

 

The last total solar eclipse came through the 

lower 48 states back in February of 1979. The 

next eclipse will not happen until April 2024.  

 

 Witnessing such an 

event is humbling, 

because it reminds us 

of just how small we 

are in the universe. The 

sun is approximately 93 

million miles from the 

earth. It takes 8 minutes, 20 seconds, for light 

from the sun to reach us. Our moon is just under 

239,000 miles from us. And, we, sitting on our 

little planet ,will be able to watch the moon 

going between us and the sun, blocking out the 

light of the sun. Thinking of the vastness of just 

our universe and knowing that there are countless 

universes and galaxies beyond us makes us feel 

small! How inconsequential we are. 

 

Yet Psalm 8 reminds us 

that the God who stretched 

out the heavens, putting the 

moon and stars in place, 

cares infinitely for us humans. Godðthe Creator 

of heaven and earthðbecame one of usð

became one with us through Messiah Jesus. God 

did that to rescue us from all the evil, violence 

and greed that marks 

our world. Through 

Jesus, God raises us 

up and restores us to 

a position of 

incredible value and 

importance, enabling 

us to rise above the 

brokenness to love 

and care for each other. Add to that this thought 

that; scary as it might be, God trusts us enough to 

put us in charge of this little planet. The way we 

treat our world, using it and abusing it, is scary 

indeed! 

 

So, think of this. Wherever we were on 

August 21, as we viewed the total eclipse on we 

should remember how valuable each and every 

one of us is in Godôs eyes. We are all, 

individually and collectively, of infinite worth. 

That means we should view and treat each other 

with incredible respect and dignity. Race, creed 

and ethnicity, etc. do not change that value for 

any of us. And, as Godôs care-takers, we should 

value and care for this little planet of ours as 

well. There is only one planet, and we want it to 

last for the sake of all future generations as well.

Blue Theology Mission Trip Recap

 The Blue Theology Mission Center in Pacific 

Grove, California is a facility started by Pastor Dan 

of the Pacific Grove Christian Church, with the 

goal of inspiring conservation and environmental mindfulness of 

participants, while helping them deepen and expand their faith in God. 

They host youth, adult, and mixed groups from churches all around the 

country and offer a variety of experiences for participants including 

whale watching, aquarium tours, wildlife hikes, and community 

service. 

Our group was led by Lisa Mensinger, the Youth Pastor at 

Zion Lutheran Church in SLC, and was accompanied by 

several adult and youth chaperones from Zion and Elim. There 

were a total of twelve people on this trip, with seven attending 

youth, four of whom were from Elim. We left on Saturday, 

July 1 and returned Saturday, July 8. We traveled by van to and 

from California and stopped for the night at a Lutheran Church 

in Lake Tahoe on the way back. During the trip, the youth from 

Elim were able to get to know 

the youth from Zion. By the end, 

everyone knew everyone else 

pretty well, and some new friendships were created. 

     During the trip, we were able to tour the Monterey Bay 

Aquarium, explore historic Cannery Row in Monterey, watch from 

an observation boat as whales breached and dove, explore 

Asilomar nature preserve, hike 

around Point Lobos State Park, 

and clean up trash from two 

beaches.  

Each night we had a short candlelit service with Pastor Dan, 

were given time to reflect upon our experiences, and could explore 

new ideas to inspire 

conservation back 

home after the trip was 

over.  

 Overall, we had a once in 

a lifetime experience that would not have been possible 

without the wonderful generosity of the members of 

Elim, so thank you all very much!

Two medallions were found in a church in 

Israel that tell of early Christian devotion to fish 

and fishermen, even when no fishing site is in the 

area. 

     In Christian art, 

fish, fishing nets, and 

fishermen became the 

symbolic image of 

Jesusô apostles who 

brought salvation to 

those who were, or 

who became, believers. 

The subjects relating to 

the natural seas and 

waters also inspired 

sermons and teachings. 

Significant medallions came from a church at 

Horvat Beit Loya in the garden lowlands. The 

location 

was in 

Israel, 30 

miles from 

the 

Mediter-

ranean Sea. 

There 

were other Biblical 

remains, but in the 

Sixth Century CE*, 

a monastery and church were constructed on the 

site. 

About 200 years later, iconoclasts destroyed 

the images of humans and animals. And, at the 

end of the Eighth Century CE, the church was 

abandoned, but the layout and the mosaics 

remained intact. 

Jesusô first calling 

of the Apostles was to 

fishermen. Jesus often 

preached from Peterôs 

boat, and thus the 

boat also became a 

symbol. (Editorôs 

note: the beams and 

ceiling at Elim are in 

the ñupside-down 

boatò tradition.) 

The part of the church known as the ñNave,ò 

is derived from the Latin word, ñnavis,ò or, 

translated to English, ñship. This links 

worshippers with sea-faring travelers on a shared 

spiritual journey, protected by God from the 

storms of life. 

Another medallion depicts two fishermen 

returning home at the end of the work day. It is a 

sophisticated, symbolic depiction of the ñfishers 

of men,ò as first chosen by Jesus. 

The large fish carried by the fishermen on the 

left in one picture, and the smaller fish on the 

right, symbolize the saved Christian souls from 

the ñsea of sin.ò
