first  year.  I  know  it  may  not  seem  like  it  when  
you  only  see  the  families  for  a  week,  but  our  
ministry  is  making  a  
huge  difference  in  the  
lives  of  these  families.  
Take  a  look  a  the  
numbers,  they  really  
are  incredible.  The  program  provided  2,454  
shelter  nights.  11  families  found  homes  and  
regained  their  independence  with  the  help  
provided  though  this  program.  I've  also  
attached  a  list  of  success  stories.  God  is  SO  
GOOD!!! 

I  can't  tell  you  how  grateful  I  am  for  every  
one  of  you.  The  only  thing  that  makes  this  
program  work  are  the  volunteers  that  give  their  
time  and  talents  to  care  for  our  guests.  You  are  
directly  impacting  the  lives  of  these  families.

Update

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When  I  ran  for  the  Synod  Council  [The  Synod  
Council  serves  as  the  Rocky  Mountain  Synod  
board  of  directors  and  as  the  interim  legislative  
authority  between  meetings  of  the  Synod  
Assembly.]  –  8  years  ago  now,  yikes!  –  I  didn’t  
really  know  what  it  meant.  I  spent  the  first  couple  
of  years  like  a  deer-in-the-headlights.  I  didn’t  
know  the  system,  the  issues,  the  acronyms,  or  the  
people.  But  now  8  years  (two  terms)  later,  I’m  
sad,  exhilarated,  grateful  and  wishing  other  lay  
people  in  Utah  will  jump  at  the  opportunity. 

I’m  sad,  as  this  opportunity  to  serve  on  the  
board  of  the  Rocky  Mountain  Synod  has  given  
me  a  view  of  CHURCH  that  my  60+  years  of  
being  Lutheran  had  never  revealed.  It’s  been  a  
growing  understanding  of  what  “Christ’s  Church,  

Better  Together”  means  
when  truly  extended  
from  local  congregation  
to  Utah  Conference  to  
Rocky  Mountain  Synod  
(RMS)  and  fully  to  

ELCA  Churchwide.  I’m  going  to  miss  working  
on  what  for  me  now  is  a  new  definition  of  church.  
Church  has  grown  from  Sundays  and  my  
congregation  to  a  broader  development  of  visions  
and  goals  of  being  Lutheran  here  and  now.   

I’m  exhilarated  to  feel  that  skills  I  used  fully  
in  my  career  transferred  to  work  in  the  Church.  I  
currently  serve  on  the  Synod  Council  Executive  
Committee;;  was  a  leader  in  developing  a  new  
compensation  plan  for  clergy  and  deacons;;  was  an  
integral  part  of  developing  the  RMS  3  year  
Strategic  Plan;;  helped  to  research,  write  the  grant  
and  now  provide  guidance  on  the  Steering  
Committee  for  the  Lilly  Grant  Initiative  to  
“Address  the  Economic  Challenges  of  Rostered  
Ministers”;;  and  have  become  both  familiar  and  
fully  integrated  with  the  RMS  staff,  the  Utah  
Conference  of  clergy  and  congregations.  What  a  

challenging  and  rewarding  
term! 

I’m  intensely  grateful  to  
have  found  new  ways  to  live  
my  faith  and  continually  
bolster  my  understanding  of  
what  it  means  to  choose  to  
be  Lutheran.  Bishop  Gonia  
presented  an  adult  Sunday  
School  at  Tabor  in  October  
on  “Claiming  Our  Gifts.”  If  
you  haven’t  had  a  chance  to  
see  this,  you  can  check  out  a  5  part  video  series  
beginning  at:  https://vimeo.com/202858389  (also  
on  www.mttaborslc.org  -  Tabor  website).  What  a  
gift  it  has  been  to  serve  with  Bishop  Gonia,  
actively  living  our  faith  in  the  gifting  of  a  
downtown  church  to  the  Four  Winds  Indian  
community,  helping  to  understand  the  futures  
(differently)  of  a  new  start  in  South  Jordan  
(ultimate  closure),  redevelopment  of  St.  Matthews  
in  Taylorsville  (going  gangbusters),  and  
participating  in  an  immersion  visit  to  the  border  
in  El  Paso,  walking  with  an  RMS  congregation  
and  participating  in  ministry  at  Iglesia  Luterana  
Christo  Rey.  Thanks  be  to  God! 

I’m  wishing  Utah  lay  people  can  follow  me  in  
this  role.  The  RMS  has  a  rotating  schedule  for  4-
year  terms  on  Synod  Council.  Mine  has  changed  
from  being  a  lay  person  from  Utah  to  lay  person  
at-large.  Watch  for  the  open  positions  for  the  
upcoming  Assembly  in  May.  I  can’t  say  enough  
about  the  opportunity  to  learn  and  serve  the  wider  
church.  The  laity  can  play  such  an  important  role  
in  the  conference,  synod  and  churchwide.   

From  deer-in-the-headlights  to  full  
commitment.  What  a  gift!

    Trust 
 

Trust  …  now  that  is  a  tricky  word.  I  said  this  once  to  my  husband,  
Glen,  and  he  gave  me  a  really  funny  look.  It  was  a  look  of,  “Why  are  

you   saying   trust   is   a   tricky   word?   Do   I   need   to   worry   about   trusting  
you?”  It  is  amazing  how  the  word  “trust”  is  automatically  associated  mostly  

with  marriage,  because  I  believe  this  word  to  be  a  HUGE  part  of  everyday  life  for  
everyone,  married  or  not.   

Take  for  example  when  you  leave  your  front  door  to  go  out  into  the  world  either  for  your  job  or  
on  errands.  You  trust  that  everyone  will  TRY  to  obey  the  rules  of  the  road.  That  they  will  TRY  to  
stop  at  a  stoplight.  So  here  comes  the  tricky  part  …  does  that  always  happen?  Does  someone  still  
try  to  run  a  red  light  to  keep  moving  along?  Yes,  they  do.  BUT  …  do  you  still  put  you  “trust”  out  
there   that   they  won’t?  You  probably   still  put  your   trust   in   that  other  driver  even   if   you  have  had  
experience  watching  someone  break  the  rules  of   the  road.  You  must  being  putting  your  “trust”  in  
the  other  driver,  because  if  you  didn’t,  you  would  never  drive  or  ride  in  a  car  again. 

Let’s  try  another  example.  You  aren’t  feeling  very  good,  so  you  decide  to  go  see  the  doctor.  The  
doctor  decides  to  put  you  on  some  new  meds.  You  have  put  your  “trust”  in  the  doctor  to  make  the  
correct   decision   for   your   health.   That   this   new   medicine   won’t   interact   with   any   meds   you   are  
presently   taking.      In   this  day   in  age,  a  person  doesn’t  usually   take  a  prescription  to   the  pharmacy  
anymore.   The   doctor   just   sends   in   through   the   computer.   You   put   your   “trust”   in   the   doctor   to  
“click”  on  the  correct  name  of  the  medicine  he  wants  you  to  take  now.   

I  could  go  on  and  on  with  example  after  example  of  times  you  put  your  “trust”  in  something  or  
someone.  “Trust”  has  become  a  part  of  our   lives  all   the   time.  We  do   it  without  even   realizing   it.  
You  do  this  because  if  you  didn’t,  what  would  life  be  like?  I  would  think  very  paranoid  indeed!!   

So  why  am  I  writing  this  to  you,  well,  you  have  put  your  “trust”  in  me  to  be  your  president  of  
the  church  council.  I  do  not  take  this  lightly.  You  also  put  your  “trust”  in  God  …  to  help  me.  Guide  
me.  I  am  trusting  in  him  to  give  me  lots  of  guidance.  I  cannot  guarantee  I  will  be  a  “perfect”  (more  
on   that  word   in   a  different   article)   president,   but   you  can   “trust”   I  will   try   to  do  my  best   for   the  
congregation.
